analysis

Hannon shared a PowerPoint which depicted trends in the township and
noted that many of the trends are positive. Garfield Township is part of a
growing community and has an excellent tax base with a great variety of
homes. The population estimate in the township was over 20,000 in 2021.

b. Where do we want to go? — Discussion topics
Sych discussed infrastructure planning and projects, starter homes,
blighted properties and how to revive them, transportation, potential
corridor priorities and desired development. Topics discussed will
contribute to the upcoming update of the Master Plan in 2023. Discussion
centered upon the following:

Board member Barsheff talked about development in terms of
emergency services and the greater needs a growing population.
Redevelopment of the Cherryland Center was discussed. Board
members and commissioners agreed that with three owners, it was
difficult to sell or redevelop the property.

Parks were highlighted as an important part of development in the
township and are a very important part of the township to keep
developing.

Infrastructure was discussed as being an important future topic for the
development of new single family homes and other developments.
The commissioners and board members talked about the high cost of
vacant land and how to make lots more affordable. All agreed that the
materials and supply shortages do not help the situation.

Sych stated that in terms of the zoning ordinance, a vision is needed
first for a piece of property, then the tools for putting such a vision into
reality can follow. Sych stated that the PUD has been the dominant
form of building in the region in the past years. These ideas will all be
incorporated into the update of the Master Plan.

The shift in the economy and jobs was discussed as the Professional
Office zoning designation may not be in demand since many people
come to the region with a work at home job.

Township Engineer Jennifer Graham spoke and said that monitoring
the infrastructure is important and continuing to make capital
investments in such infrastructure will continue to be important.

5. Public Comment (8:09)

Brad Jewett of North West Silver Lake Road spoke and appreciated the
discussion this evening. He commented on supply and demand in the housing

market.

Staff provides a monthly report to the Township Board on activities of the Planning Department and the
Planning Commission. Presentation of this report also provides a venue for the Township Board to have
dialog with staff about any of the activities or planning-related issues facing the Township.

The Planning Commission is currently conducting the following development review activity:

BATA / Traverse City Housing Commission Mixed-Use Project Planned Unit Development (PUD)
e Location: Northeast corner of LaFranier and Hammond Roads
e Development Description: A proposed mixed-use PUD with BATA headquarters facility and bus
garage, bus transfer facility, apartments, single-family homes, a day care center, and café
e  Status: Township Board granted Preliminary PUD approval on 5/25/2021. The project application
is now in Final PUD review. Planning Commission received an update on the PUD application on
9/8/2021. Planning Commission reviewed the Final PUD plans on 2/9/2022 and recommended to

the Township Board approval with conditions. The Township Board has set the public hearing for
the Final PUD for 3/22/2022.

Gauthier Property — Proposed R-3 Rezoning
e Location: 2105 N US 31 South, west side of US 31, south of South Airport Road intersection
e Development Description: Proposed rezoning from current split zoning of Highway Commercial

Other planning activities include the following:

Staff continues to meet regularly with the Michigan State University students in the Urban Planning
Practicum course regarding their project analyzing sidewalks and trails in the Township. Students
completed a draft of their final report. Staff has reviewed this draft and will meet with the students
to provide feedback as the project moves toward completion. The Practicum course will conclude
in April 2022, including a presentation at the Planning Commission study session on 4/27/2022.

A meeting between Environmental Consulting & Technology, Inc. (ECT) and Township Staff was
held on 2/7/2022 to kick off the Grand Traverse Commons Natural Area Design Plan, including an
overview of the project and expectations for first tasks to be completed. ECT also met with Parks
and Recreation Commissioners prior to their 2/7/2022 meeting. The next tasks include meetings
with stakeholders and preparing for a public engagement event in the spring. Details of this event
will be reviewed with the Parks and Recreation Commission on 4/4/2022.

The Township Board and Planning Commission held a joint meeting on 2/23/2022. The meeting
allowed for discussion on current trends in the Township (where are we now?), topics that warrant
further study (where do we want to go?), and an overview of the process for updating the Township
Master Plan (how do we get there?).

The Township is seeing many positive trends, including a growing population exceeding 20,000
and property sales at their highest point ever over the last three years. Since 2019, 817 building
permits have been issued in the Township for a construction value over $152 million. Over the last
three years, the Township has approved over 1,100 new housing units — of which 97% are multi-
family residential units.

The Board and Planning Commission discussed many topics and generally considered top priorities
were:

o To balance out the increased focus on multi-family residential development, there is
interest in promoting the construction of new single-family homes
= Identify where new single-family homes are designated in an updated future land
use plan.
= Change our vision of what is a single-family home by considering zoning
ordinance changes to allow for smaller lots and smaller home sizes
o Continue to support improvements to the park and trail systems
= Identify new trail connections between homes and parks, stores and other locations
to provide an improved quality of life
o Ensure resources for public safety are sufficient as the Township continues to grow
=  Assess current public safety needs and available services
o Explore and support mechanisms to encourage the redevelopment of blighted properties
* Continue redevelopment of Cherryland Center as a priority, including the use of
brownfield redevelopment financing tools
= Attracting private sector investment is key to redevelopment
= Asanincentive, the Cherryland Center site and surrounding neighborhood are part
of the Opportunity Zone

FOUTH AMENDMENT TO SITE LEASE AGREEMENT

THIS FOURTH AMENDMENT TO SITE LEASE AGREEMENT (“Fourth
Amendment”), dated as of the latter of the signature dates below, is by and between the
Charter Township of Garfield, a Michigan municipal corporation, having a mailing address of
3848 Veterans Drive, Traverse City, Michigan 49684 (hereinafter referred to as “Landlord”),
and New Cingular Wireless PCS, LLC, a Delaware limited liability company, as successor in
interest to NPI-Omnipoint Wireless, LLC, having a mailing address of 1025 Lenox Park Blvd
NE, 3rd Floor, Atlanta, GA 30319 (hereinafter referred to as “Tenant™).

WHEREAS, Landlord and Tenant (or its predecessor in interest) entered into a Site
Lease Agreement dated November 17, 2003, as amended by the First Amendment dated July 21,
2009, as amended by the Second Amendment dated June 24, 2014, as amended by the Third
Amendment dated January 12, 2015, whereby Landlord leased to Tenant certain Premises,

Thank you for the opportunity to submit this proposal for Civil Engineering services for the River East Park
Improvement project. This letter along with the attached “Standard Terms and Conditions” represents
our contract for provision of consultant services. Should you have any questions regarding the information

contained herein please do not hesitate to contact me.

Project Description

The Charter Township of Garfield owns and operates a 16-acre Recreation Area ("River East”) located at
2143 North Keystone Road.

GFA has been working with the Township on the preparation and presentation of conceptual drawings
and cost estimates to improve amenities at the existing park including the addition of a parking lot, trail
and sidewalk extensions, dog park and pavilion / bathroom structure. GFA was approved in 2021 to
assist with the construction of Phase | which is underway and almost complete. The Township Park and
Recreation Committee and Township Board have approved their 2022 Capital Improvement Plan to
proceed with Phase |l of the project to include parking upgrades related to construction of dog parks,
benches, and signage. The Township Board has directed staff to coordinate with GFA to provide civil
engineering services including design, permitting, bidding, construction oversight and project closeout
services to facilitate the completion of the project. Scope of project shall be consistent with the
concept drawing and cost estimate attached to this proposal.

Scope of Services

Design Phase
During the design phase, Gourdie Fraser, Inc. will provide services to assure that the project is designed

in accordance with the applicable state and local regulatory requirements and based upon input from the
Township Board. Design phase services will be provided in the follow sub-categories:

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Topographic Survey

As it will be necessary in developing designs for the project, we will perform aerial drone survey and
prepare base mapping will be obtained for the site area to be impacted by construction. This service will
be necessary to develop grading plans and construction drawings.

Site Design

Design will include establishing finished elevations for project features such as the dog park. Finished
grades will be provided on the plans in the form of spot elevations which will clearly define slopes and
drainage patterns. The spot elevations, along with the site layout dimensions/geometrics, and cross
sections will provide information sufficient for staking and construction of the project.

As part of completion of final engineering for the project components, final plans, specifications,
quantities and opinions of probable construction cost will be prepared for review and consideration by
the Township. The proposal includes an allowance for meetings with Township staff during this phase to
review the final design documents. It is anticipated that the project permit requirements will include
Stormwater and SESC permits from the Township and Grand Traverse County. The Contractor will be
responsible for these permits however GFA will provide as needed assistance to obtain.

Contract/Bid Documents

Detailed specifications will be included on the construction drawings prepared to be bid and constructed
by the contractor. This item also includes preparation of a Request for Proposal and solicitation advertised
for contractor bids. GFA will provide assistance to the Township in advertising, addressing contractor
questions, preparation of contract addenda as necessary, opening and reviewing bids, and making
recommendation of contract award.

Construction Phase

During the construction phase, GFA will provide services to assure that the project is constructed in
accordance with the plans, contract documents, and applicable permits. Construction phase services will
be provided in the follow sub-categories:

Construction Staking/Layout
Construction staking and layout will include survey crew services to field locate the project features to be
constructed in accordance with the final engineering plans. Survey stakes will provide the contractor with

instructions regarding, location, alignment and grade of the components to be constructed.

Construction Observation/Materials Testing

As needed on-site observation services will be required during construction for the proposed
improvements. Construction observation services will help to assure that construction is in accordance
with the approved plans and contract documents. Observation staff will track construction quantities and
document construction through the use of observation / testing reports. Observation staff will also be
responsible for performing testing on construction materials such as concrete, gravel, and soil density.
This proposal estimates that thirty (30) observation work days, 100 hours will be required to complete
construction of the project. It should be noted that the actual time required for construction will be highly

CA/CE services also include preparing
and overseeing design adjustments required due to unforeseen conditions encountered at the
construction site.
